Artist's Statement (maximum 500 words)

Up to 10 Digital Images demonstrating proposed, in-progress or recent work

Corresponding Image List including title, medium, year of creation and dimensions

Colour copies of all images in submission. 1 to 3 images per page on standard photocopy paper

Self addressed, stamped envelope with correct postage if artist requires rejected submission to be returned

Exhibition Proposal, Artist's Statement and CV, Image List and colour copies of images in submission must be submitted with
the application as printed documents

Digital images must be submitted on a CD, DVD or thumb drive/ USB device (images should be JPEG format, 300 dpi pre-
ferred, minimum 4" x 6"). Maximum of 50 MB for all images (combined total)

The CD, DVD or USB device must also contain digital copies of the corresponding image list, Exhibition Proposal, Artist's Statement & CV

Image files should be numbered and labelled with artist last name and title of artwork; e.g. “1. Smith_Forest Path.jpg, 2. Smith_
Forest Road”

Video and sound submissions should be presented as excerpts (maximum six minutes per submission)
